I. «21st [Century Educational Reform
through academic diagnosis and prescription.
Each chidsis an individual with learning needs-
thus purposeé for the school. Traditional educa-
tion hegins with the state and its responsibility
to“teach. It focuses on teaching subjest for the
benefit of the state and cultural institution.
Educational Reform focuses, on the needs ofthe
learner, the learning experience, and the process
of learning. All subject matter begins, not with
the teacher and teaching, but with the learner and
learning. How does achild learn and how can we
help children to learn for the benefit of the
learner and his individual ultimate success?
Global Educational Reform focuses on the child
and how he assumes the responsibility for
learning, the tools that facilitate the learning
process, and how the material to be learned is
designed and developed into a continuous
progress-high technology curriculum with a
learning format. Another major fucus is on how
the child is controlled and motivated throung a
system of learning center procedures combined
with a plan for pupil-teacher interaction, and a
curriculum with text interaction, learning re-
sponse, and practical reward adequate to the end
objective of learning. These are built
into the system to provide incentive, measurable
achievement, ami fulfillment.
