HAMMOND’S ORGAN IN THE CONTEXT OF DEVELOPMENT
OF ROCK PERFORMANCES

Abstract. The article is devoted to substantiating the role of
L. Hammond's organ - an electromechanical musical instrument - in the
development of rock performance. The author highlights the origins and
factors of creating an innovative musical instrument for its time, traces and
reveals its role in the stylistic evolution of rock music, gives a brief
description of the outstanding rock organists who made a significant
contribution to the development of rock organ performance.
